project in Yavapai Hills on Monday, June 6, 2016. The project includes removal
of three existing 60-inch diameter corrugated metal pipes and installation of
24-foot by 6-foot concrete arch structures at the Hummingbird Way and Sunrise
Boulevard drainage crossings. Installation of the new structures will require a full
road closure at both drainage crossings with one closure being performed at a
time. Motorists are asked to please follow the marked detour route. Once
complete, the upgrades will improve stormwater flow and reduce the potential
of flooding in the area. The project is scheduled for comple’rion in fall 2016.
