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EVENT DESCRIPTION:

This event is designed to highlight the many outdoor recreational opportunities, organizations, resources, equipment, and businesses within a radius of Prescott.  It is designed to be a fun and education-filled weekend.

TARGET AUDIENCE:

The City of Prescott has created this event for people of all ages and abilities who enjoy the great outdoors.  The event will be family and pet-friendly.
FRIDAY EVENING KICK-OFF EVENT

Join us Friday evening October 5th at Prescott Gateway Mall for the weekend kick-off event.  See attached flyer.
LOCATION:

Watson Lake Park, which is managed by City of Prescott – Parks & Recreation, is in north Prescott along SR89, and entrance is the roundabout with Willow Lake Road.

TIMES FOR EVENT:

Saturday, October 6th:  9:00am to 7:00pm & Sunday, October 7th 9:00am to 5:00pm
ADMISSION FEES:

$5.00 Adults 

$3.00 Children 7-17

Free - Children 6 and under

Admission fees are required to cover event expenses.   The pay kiosk will not be used for the event entry, and will be for camping registration only.  All attendees must pay admission fees, unless previous arrangements have been made.
PARKING:

Most parking will occur in areas adjacent to highway within the park.  Should these areas fill to capacity, an overflow parking area is available 1.8 miles west of Willow Lake Road (to be signed) with shuttles providing transportation to the event.   Carpooling is highly recommended. 
ACTIVITIES:

One of the highlights of the event is the volume of activities and educational classes, with most being provided by City of Prescott volunteers through area organizations and colleges.  Many recreational opportunities will occur at designated times and locations.  Clinics offering a variety of topics will be conducted by knowledgable instructors, and will occur at two different outdoor classrooms both days.  See detailed schedule.
FOOD:

Numerous food vendors will be present providing a variety of great food for sale.  No alcohol will be sold at the event.
MUSIC:

All music is on the lawn by six great bands with a state-of-the-art sound company.  Bring a blanket, lawn chair, ice chest, and spend an entire day (or two) with us.  Shade canopies are also permitted, but not within 150 feet of the stage as to not obstruct the view of others. 
EXHIBITORS & VENDORS

The Expo component features great booths and displays from area businesses.  The Festival component features information booths from local non-profit organizations, schools, and governmental entities, Heritage Park Zoo exhibits, and a designated area for displays and activities by Arizona Game & Fish Department.
FISHING CLINIC

At the south boat ramp in the Expo area, please join Arizona Game & Fish Department for a two-day fishing clinics.  Techniques, casting, and other great information will be provided.  Fishing combos will be provided on loan for those who do not bring their own. 

CAMPING:

Campsites are available on a first-come, first served basis, and are divided into two areas.   We are not set-up to take reservations.  Arriving Thursday afternoon for a campsite is highly recommended since the campground will likely be filled by Friday.  The campground is closed Tuesday and Wednesday nights.  Campsites are $15.00 per night, and no hookups are available.  Showers are available for campers. 
BOATING:

Due to congested conditions at both boat ramps and throughout the park, launching of private boats will not be possible during the event.  Various organizations will provide boat rides and rentals.
HORSESHOE TOURNAMENT

The Mile-High Horseshoe Club will host a tournament for all skill levels, and anyone can participate.   It begins at 10:00am Saturday, and upon entry through admission booths, requires an additional $5.00 fee. 
CLIMBING & REPELLING

Join Tierra Wild Outfitters at the upper group ramada (info booth area) for two days of climbing and repelling on the “Ramada Wall” near the shoreline.
OTHER ACTIVITIES:

Outstanding trails originate from Watson Lake Park, either traversing southbound along the lake and connecting to the (northbound) Prescott Peavine National Recreation Trail (i.e., formerly the Santa Fe, Prescott, & Phoenix Railway built in 1893), or traversing the highly scenic Granite Dells region and trail networks.  Also, come preview the new disc golf course coming to Watson Lake Park.
ALSO THAT WEEKEND

The City’s annual Dogtoberfest event happens on Courthouse Plaza on Sunday.  This dog-friendly event features a variety of booths and activities geared towards dog owners.
The 34th Annual Folk Music Festival will take place at Sharlot Hall Museum in downtown Prescott, and features some of the finest folk musicians in the country, all performing in a great setting.
