IMPORTANT VOTING INFORMATION

This September 1, 2009 Primary/Special Election will be held as a “Vote-By-
Mail” election. There will be NO polling places. The procedures for this
“Vote-By-Mail” Election are as foilows:

The last day to register to vote for this election is August 3, 2009.

Yavapai County Voter Registration will send a ballot by first class mail to
each registered voter approximately 21 days prior to Election Day.
OFFICIAL BALLOTS WILL BE MAILED TO REGISTERED VOTERS
BEGINNING AUGUST 10, 2009. °

Voters may return ballots to Yavapai County Voter Registration by (1)
mailing them back in the postage prepaid envelope, or (2) hand delivering
ballots to the Yavapai County Voter Registration Office, 1015 Fair Street, or
Prescott City Hall, 201 South Cortez Street, no later than 7:00 p.m. on the
day of the election, September 1, 2009.

Return ballot envelopes sent via U.S. mail are coded with a special postal
code so that postal officials know to handle them with extreme care and
promptness, and not to leave them unsecured.

TEXT OF BALLOT - QUESTION

Shall the City of Prescott provide for a transaction privilege tax of
three-fourths (%) of one percent for a term of twenty (20) years,
beginning January 1, 2016, the proceeds of which are to be used for
the costs of planning, design, right-of-way acquisition and
improvements, and other costs associated with the construction,
rehabilitation and maintenance of City streets, highways, alleys and
roadways; including but not limited to curbs, gutter, drainage, bridges,
sidewalks, shoulders and medians? The accumulation of such tax
proceeds to be in accordance with Article 1X, Section 20 of the
Arizona State Constitution.

A'yes" vote shall have the effect of providing for a tax of three-fourths
(3/4) of one percent beginning January 1, 2016 for a term of twenty
years, the proceeds of which would be used for planning, design, right
of way acquisition and improvements and other costs associated with
the construction, rehabilitation and maintenance of street, highways,
alleys and roadways.

Yes for Roads

Our streets need to be maintained properly. We have relied on Highway
User Revenue Fund (HURF) revenues, but starting in 2002, the city had to
start taking money from our local one-cent sales tax for streets and open
space since HURF receipts did not cover maintenance costs. in the current
fiscal year, we expect to receive $3,464,743 but our estimated street
maintenance expenses are $7,757,353! That means HURF did not provide
$4,292,610 of the money needed for street maintenance. That trend will
continue.

Given this HURF shortfall, the city suspended the unpaved alley program
and the unpaved streets program is moving forward slowly.

By extending this existing tax, bonds can be issued to overcome the funding
shortfall. Without bonding capability, the City of Prescott is handcuffed,
unable to issue bonds to fund necessary street improvements, when
conditions are best for obtaining the lowest price for the work. As citizens of
Prescott, | ask you to vote yes to support an extension of this tax.

A sales tax draws revenue from both residents and visitors to Prescott. By
using a sales tax, visitors from outside Prescott will help to pay for this. Since
our city has a large number of visitors, they will be our partners in ensuring
our roads are kept in good shape.

We have two choices: either extend the existing streets sales tax, or through
inaction lose our street infrastructure investment. Streets which are failing
will have dire consequences for our economy and quality of life. The
accelerating deterioration of lIron Springs Road prior to the recent
reconstruction is a chilling example of what such an unfunded future would

bring. As a property owner and elected official who cares deeply about our
city, the choice we should all make is obvious.

YES FOR STREETS

In 2015, the existing 1.00% sales tax that funds the City of Prescott’s road
maintenance, new road construction and open space acquisition programs
will expire. To protect the City's investmentin infrastructure, currently valued
at $250 million, residents are being asked to approve a 20-year extension
of the sales tax at % of 1.00%. The ballot initiative does not propose an
increase, but rather a renewal of the sales tax in place today, which will
become effective in 2016.

The funds from this short-term bond financing will be dedicated solely for the
road maintenance and new road construction programs. Job creation is an
immediate, ancillary benefit to the passage of this ballot initiative. It is
expected that 75% of the $784 million projected roadway expense through
2035 will be spent on maintenance and construction of existing roads. From
July 2009 to June 2010, the City of Prescott intends to spend $47.6 million
alone. In these uncertain economic times, the City is doing its part to
stimulate our local economy where State and Federal assistance has fallen
short.

New road construction and street maintenance is a central issue for all
Prescott residents. For good reason, this initiative has won the support of a
wide range of local civic organizations. All have worked very hard to form a
coalition of diverse interests in support of the extension. On September 1st,
please join us in voting YES FOR STREETS!

ARGUMENT IN FAVOR OF THE QUESTION

While the long range goal is to provide the community with a dedicated
revenue source for continuing street maintenance and improvements beyond
2015, the reasons for referring this question to the voters this September are
more immediate.

In recent years Prescott's “pay as you go” policy has been unable to handle
the tripling of infrastructure costs, the doubling of street maintenance
expenses, HURF revenues declining and the devastation to our sales tax
revenues by the economy.

Without an extension this year, Prescott cannot bond and faces severe cash
shortages and “emergency only” street maintenance. This is a “this year’
problem and must be resolved this year.

Some of my friends have voiced concern that open space is not included in
the extension. As a member of the 2008 Capital Needs Committee | joined
in the recommendation that streets and open space should be extended as
separate issues judged on their own merits. Because of the necessity for
long-term bonding, streets require approval this year. We could not include
a companion question for the voters on Open Space this year.

Determining the funding requirements for open space is dependent on
factors which are yet to be resolved. One of these factors is whether the City
can meet its commitment to the voters for open space by 2015. it is difficult
to expect many open space purchases if the long-term bonding for streets
this September is not approved.

As a member of the open space community, | can assure you that we are
working on an appropriate referendum or initiative for open space to be
presented to the voters before 2015.

Statement of Support: On September 1st, Prescott voters will have the
opportunity to extend the portion of the city sales tax that supports the
construction, rehabilitation, and maintenance of our City's streets for an
additional twenty years.

Funding for street work, except in new developments, comes from Arizona
Highway Taxes and % of the current 1% City sales tax. Highway taxes have
declined in recent years due to lower gasoline and diesel fuel sales. Sales
taxes have dropped due to the economic siump.

ARGUMENT IN FAVOR OF THE QUESTION

The Open Space Alliance of Central Yavapai County (OSA) supports Yes for
Streets. Open space and roads have been connected in the City of Prescott
since May 2000 when voters approved the extension of the 1% sales tax
through December 2015, with the use of proceeds expanded to include
acquisition of open space. The voter approved “resolution caps the amount
of additional 1 percent sales tax revenue available to acquire open space at
$40.7 million and dedicates the balance collected through 2015 to road
improvements.” The City Council has annually budgeted funds that has led
to purchases through 2009 that account for approximately 37% of the $40.7
million cap. OSA supports separating roads and open space in 2016 for two
reasons. First, the 2000 vote provided a start in protecting our unique
natural landscape, but did not address the need for management funds.
Second, resolution of the funding uncertainty in dealing with the State Trust
Lands of Badger “P” Mountain and Glassford Hill is a question that needs to
be answered if we are to conserve the landscape. And for open space
purchases to continue, it will require adequate funding.

Adequate funding is also needed for costs associated with the construction,
rehabilitation and maintenance of City streets as part of maintaining public
places for the benefit of all citizens. The need to address the Streets funding
problems is immediate, and the long-term goal of conserving irreplaceable
natural areas can both be addressed by supporting the current question with
an affirmative vote. It is important for all citizens to step forward, be
responsible, and do what is best for the City. Vote Yes for Streets on the
September 1 primary election baliot.
