Once all of the items noted below have been checked as completed, then an official Public Works (PW) Final Walkthrough may be scheduled by the PW Inspector with all PW Divisions. 

Water Division
1. Walkthrough
· Construction must be complete as designed and approved per contract documents and/or City General Engineering Standards and Details:
· All system valves are accessible, operate properly, valve risers are straight and clear of debris with 30” concrete ring in place.  
· Debris caps are installed and not missing. 
· Meter boxes installed at correct elevations (min 2” max 4” above finished grade) and level.
· Meter setters are installed at the correct height below inside of meter box lid and clear of internal debris.
· Hydrants correctly aligned with street, finished grade is 2-4”below breakaway ring, energized, functioning properly including clean and free of factory coating damage. 
· Air releases and blow offs are installed correctly, accessible, energized and functioning. 
· Tracer wire continuity testing completed and passing and stations installed correctly.
· Other project specific water facilities. 
· ADEQ Testing complete and submitted to the City:
· Hydrostatic testing completed and passing.
· High and Low Chlorination confirmation. 
· All bacteriological testing taken and confirmed as absent.

2. Acceptance
· ADEQ Approval of Construction (AOC) packet received and verified by City of Prescott (COP).
· Verification of Punch-list items.
· Flush entire system and confirm system CL residual. Inspector to coordinate.

Wastewater Division 
1. Walkthrough
· Construction must be complete as designed and approved per contract documents and/or City General Engineering Standards and Details:
· Manholes are correctly installed and adjusted to grade.
· Final grade adjustment shall be completed with steel spacers and completely grouted.
· Manhole invert elevations and rim elevations have been verified per plan. 
· Manhole channels and benches are free of trash and debris.
· End of line clean-outs are installed correctly and monuments are raised to grade.
· Cleanout/Backwater boxes and/or monuments are accessible behind curb and/or sidewalk and boxes are set at the correct elevation. 
· Clean-out and backwater valve boxes or monuments have a 2” letter “S” for sewer or sewer is spelled out with weld or stamp.
· Tracer wire continuity testing completed on service laterals. Tracer wire is not installed on sewer mains or in manholes.
· Other project specific wastewater facilities. 
· ADEQ testing complete and submitted to the City:
· Sewer mains and laterals:
· CCTV inspected and witnessed 
· Mandrel test
· Pressure test
· Manholes:
· Coating spark test (if required)
· Vacuum testing 

2. Acceptance
· ADEQ Discharge Authorization (DA) received and verified by City of Prescott (COP).
· Verification of Punch-list items.

Streets Division 
1. Walkthrough:
· Construction must be complete as designed and approved per contract documents and/or City General Engineering Standards and Details:
· All roadways are paved.
· All curb, gutter, sidewalks, ramps and appurtenances and other related concrete items are installed and clear of debris.
· All concrete items with damage (cracking/chipping) have been removed and replaced. 
· Roadway striping and stop bars are installed. (if required)
· Street signs are installed per details.
· All survey monuments are installed, with concrete collars. (if required) 

2. Acceptance:
· All survey monuments are recorded. 
· Verification of Punch-list items.

Grading and Drainage 
1. Walkthrough:
· Construction must be complete as designed and approved per contract documents and/or City General Engineering Standards and Details:
· Headwalls, handrails and inlet/outlet grates have been installed per plan. 
· All permanent BMPs have been installed (riprap, decomposed granite, seeding, snouts, inlet filters, etc.)
· All inlet and outlet invert elevations have been verified. 
· All detention basins have been cleared of construction related sediment.
· A signed ‘Post-Construction BMP Agreement’ has been received by the City.
· All lines have been CCTV video recorded and video has been submitted to City. 
· All storm drain manholes have been grouted.
· All drainage structures have been cleaned of dirt, silt and other debris. 

2. Acceptance:
· Verification of Punch-list items.
· All temporary BMPs have been properly removed.

Solid Waste Division
1. Walkthrough:
· Construction must be complete as designed and approved per contract documents and/or City General Engineering Standards and Details:
· All trash container enclosures are correctly placed.
· All trash container enclosures have finished textures and/or paint. 
· All trash container enclosures have bollard protection installed and gates installed. (if required)

2. Acceptance:
· Verification of Punch-list items.
