Is our community WaterSmart?
Yes! The graph below shows the current (2000-2017) water conservation efforts by 
the community in Gallons Per Capita Per Day (GPCD). This is a measure of how 
much water is used per person per day in a community or household. A GPCD enables 
comparison to other communities and households, and it is a good basis for setting 
further efficient water use goals.

	 Once you determine Monthly Average GPCD, sum 
your Monthly Average GPCD values and divide by 
12 to calculate your Yearly Average GPCD.

Water Conservati on Rebates

Drip System Installation: Completed system must include an automati c 
ti mer, approved backfl ow preventi on device, and a drip irrigati on system.

$75.00

Landscape Health Check: Applicati on must include the paid invoice 
signed by a certi fi ed landscape irrigati on auditor and completed audit 
documentati on.

$75.00

Rainwater Harvesting: Must be installed aft er September 13, 2016. 
Requires the installati on of a minimum 100-gallon capacity rainwater 
catchment tank or engineered cistern.1

$0.50 per gallon of storage

$500.00 maximum award

Turf Removal: Requires conversion from irrigated turf grass to water 
saving landscaping. Minimum turf removal areas are 200 square feet for 
residenti al and 1,000 square feet for non-residenti al. 2

$0.25 per square foot

$400.00 maximum per 
residenti al

$800.00 maximum commercial

High Effi ciency Toilets: Replacement units must use 1.6 gallons or less 
per fl ush. Two units maximum.

Commercial Urinals: Replacement units 1.0 gallons or less per fl ush, or 
fl ushless design.

Rotator Spray Head Replacement: Minimum of 12 heads replaced. $2.00 per head/ $40.00 max.

Leak Repairs: One-ti me benefi t per property $5.00 per leak/ $25.00 max.

Showerheads: Not to exceed 2.4 gallons/minute $10.00

QUALIFYING CRITERIA

1. Rainwater Harvesting
Must be installed after September 13, 2016. Receipts and pictures are 
required. Requires the installation of a minimum 100-gallon capacity 
rainwater catchment tank or engineered cistern.

2. Turf Removal
Submit before and after pictures with turf credit application, as proof of 
turf removal. If irrigation is required of new native landscaping a conversion 
to drip irrigation or similar automated system is a requirement. Irrigation 
credit is also available in conjunction with the turf credit. Water
