D. Smoketree Speed Limit — Dick Roy

Citizens Dick Roy and Tom Collins were in attendance to discuss their desire to have
the speed limit on Smoketree Lane reduced to 30 MPH for the entire length of the
road. Currently there is a section posted 35 MPH on the east end. Mr. Roy and Mr.
Collins feel that a reduction in speed will make the neighborhood safer and reduce
speeding of cut through traffic using the street. They requested three measures,
reduce the speed limit to 30 MPH, add radar signage and increase patrol of the street.

lan Mattingly reminded the Committee that Smoketree is a major collector road
designed to move traffic east and west and is not a neighborhood street. The
roadway has many safety elements such as center median, separated sidewalks and
landscaping buffers that support the 35 MPH speed limit.

George Sheats stated that years ago a resident on Smoketree asked the
Transportation Coordinating Committee to increase the speed to the current 35 MPH.
