CITYor PRESQO saves 7,000 gallons of water!
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To wrap up this year, the Arizona Department of Water Resources (ADWR) will
present information in two areas:

2018 Statewide

Even before the creation of ADWR (with the 1980 Groundwater Management Act),
the State has been addressing water supply topics affecting Arizonans.

Colorado River Management

The Colorado River System has experienced severe drought conditions for almost 2
decades. ADVWVR continues to work on the Lower Basin Drought Contingency Plan.

Adjudications

These judicial proceedings have been underway since the 1970s to determine the
nature, extent, and relative priority of surface water rights. ADWR continues to be
active in both the Gila and Little Colorado adjudications.

Management Plans

Plans are developed for each active management area to move Arizona towards
its longer-term water management goals. Plans from 1980 through 2025 include

mandatory conservation programs.

2018 Prescott AMA

There are a number of important topics in the Prescott AMA which involve renewable
water supplies and continued growth, and the attempt to reach safe-yield by 2025.

Recharge and Recovery

Underground water storage, savings, and replenishment — or recharge- is a means of
storing excess water supplies so they made be used in the future.

Conservation

Efficient use of supplies is important.To achieve and maintain safe-yield, conservation,
augmentation (importation), and multiple other water management strategies are
needed.

Imported Supplies

Currently water users in the Prescott AMA have the authority to import groundwater
from the Big Chino Sub-basin outside of the AMA. This supply has been included in
the management plans to address the safe-yield goal.
